1) Write a part of the story from a different point of view.

2) Write five entries from a diary a main character might have written.

3) Rearrange a passage as a poem.

4) Write a parody of the book.

5) Write a promotion campaign for a movie about the book.

6) Write a letter to the author about the book.

7) Put together a cast for the film version of the book.

8) Write a report of related information about one topic or person in a book.

9) Make a new book jacket with the summary of the book or something about the author on the outside flap.

10) Convert the book into a puppet show.

11) Do a “You are there” reporting live news program.

12) Write and stage a television series episode from a part of the book.

13) Dramatize a scene from the book with other children taking parts.

14) Convert a book to a radio drama

15) Do a dramatic reading (Reader’s Theater) of a scene.

16) Make a life-sized paper-stuffed animals, people, or objects found in the   book.

17) Fashion a mobile from items related to the story.

18) Make an animation of a scene on an adding machine tape.

19) Impersonate a character and tell about an event in the book.

20) Interview a character from the book.

21) Make a display of the book.

22) Cook a food mentioned in your book.

23) Build a map of the setting in your book.

24) Design and make your own T-Shirt of an illustration about a book.

25) Construct a building from the story.

26) Make some costume dolls from a display of characters in the book.

27) Learn to play a game mentioned in the book.

28) Create a quilt about the story.  Include characters and events or other objects which fit in with the story.

29) Write a ballad or song about the book.

30) Make a mural depicting the book.

31) Make a diorama or peep box of a scene.

32) Make a bookmark.  Include a scene from the book.  Give the title, author, and write a very short summary or sales pitch.

33) Make a timeline of the story and illustrate it.

34) Create an advertisement for the book with a recommendation included.

35) Make a game about the book that you read.
36) Make a poster about the book.

37) Make models of objects or characters from the book.

38) Write a rap about your book.  Put it to background music.

39) Design a banner or flag to represent the book.

40) Write a poem about the book.

41) Write a play about the book.

42) Make an oral book report or tape record your report.

43) Make a crossword puzzle using at least 10 words from your book.  The words might include the names of characters, places, or things found in the story.

44) Write a letter to your best friend telling them why they should read the book.

45) Make up a lost and found ad for a person or object in the story.

46) Create an original comic strip using the characters in the book.

47) Make a collage picture of parts of the book.

48) Make a wanted poster for some character in the book.

49) Make a travel brochure inviting people to come to the setting of the book.  Include pictures and things to do and see while there.

50) Make a set of four place mats showing different scenes from the book.

51) Write a letter to someone in the book.

52) Make a vocabulary list of unusual words from the book and include their definitions.

53) Change the ending of the story and discuss how that change would have changed the book.

54) Think of one word to describe the book you read.  Cut out pictures that illustrate this word (theme) and paste them on paper.

55) Make a scrapbook about the things that happened in your book.

56) Select three short passages from your book and read them to others.  Tell why you picked these specific passages.

57) Write your own story based on the title of your book.
58) Make up a short test covering the main idea in the story.
